need an NPDES (discharge) permit.

A Imposed the same standards on our CFO sized farms as we had
for our CAFO sized farms under previous rules.

A 2014 7 Senate Enrolled Act 359 to develop-year permit
cycle and clarifiedability to move from construction to
operating if less than 5 years.

A 2017 7 Legislation offered to address issues in the rule.
